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What you need to do: 

· An updated physical – 2 copies – completed in June, July, or August 

· “State of Illinois Department of Human Services Certificate of Child Health Examination” must be used and completely filled out!  All other physical forms will not be accepted

· Physicals are due on the first day of school, Tuesday, August 19, 2014.  Failure to turn in the full, completed physical will result in the automatic failure of 1st quarter. NO EXCEPTIONS
· TB Test (Injection) (documented on physical)

· List of all Current Immunizations (documented on physical). 

· Proof of Chicken Pox, or the vaccine 
· FLU vaccine, to be completed by Monday, December 1, 2014.
· Fall ’14- Consent by parents to release medical records to Presence St. Josephs Hospital. 

· Participate in training or additional medical requirements from Provena.  This will be done during the school day in January.
Important to know: 

· This is a 2 period class (1st and 2nd hour) 

· You may only take a “0” hour first semester 

· This class is intensive. We do a year of high school anatomy in one semester.  This means that we will have a quiz or test just about every day.
· It is important that you have an interest in a career in the medical field. 

· The application process is extremely selective- there is a wait list. If you are no longer interested in this class, please contact your counselor and Mrs. Taylor. 

· You must be willing WORK. Anatomy and Physiology is a lot of memorization, you must practice it daily on your own time. Study groups are extremely helpful. 

· Your attendance and promptness during both semesters is extremely important!
